Abstract Submission Guidelines

1. Language: Abstracts must be written in English.
2. Word Limit: Maximum 300 words (excluding title, authors, and affiliations).
3. Format: Submit in MS Word (.docx) using the provided template.
4. Structure: Abstracts should include:
· Title
· Author(s) and Affiliation(s)
· Corresponding Author’s Email
· Keywords (3–5 keywords)
· Main Text (Background, Objective, Methodology, Results/Discussion, Conclusion)
5. Font & Formatting:
· Font: Times New Roman
· Title: 14 pt, Bold, Centered
· Author Names: 12 pt, Normal, Centered
· Affiliations: 11 pt, Italic, Centered
· Main Text: 12 pt, Justified, Single-spaced
6. Keywords: Provide 3–5 keywords after the abstract.
7. Length: One page maximum (A4 size).

Notes
1. Abstracts not following the template may be rejected.
2. Although the preferences for oral vs. poster presentations are requested from the authors. It is important to note that the technical review committee will finalize.
3. Full paper submission (optional, for proceedings/journal) details will be communicated after abstract acceptance.
